All of the above persons are qualified to administer Emergency First Aid.
There are 3 First Aid Boxes within the nursery, and these are located in each area of the playroom (snack area, block area and nursery garden). Each box is checked and updated monthly to ensure that all the correct contents are available.

When First Aid is being administered, disposable gloves and aprons must be worn to prevent the spread of infection.

All incidents and accidents must be recorded on an ‘Accident and/or incident sheet’ which must be signed by the child’s parent/carer to ensure that they are aware of their child’s injury.  
Any first aid requiring additional medical assessment or intervention from NHS professionals is also recorded on CIRIS (Council Incident Reporting and Information System)
 Any major accidents or incidents that result in serious injury requiring major hospital treatment or death must be reported to RIDDOR (Reporting of Injuries, Diseases and Dangerous Occurrences Regulations (1995). 
Part of induction procedures for all new staff/students/helpers includes sharing information regarding procedures for administering First Aid and the persons responsible for doing so.
