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Nappy Changing Policy
At Rochsolloch, we support children’s care and welfare on a daily basis in line with their individual needs. Nappy changing takes place in a safe, clean environment which promotes privacy and dignity of the child. All adults within the nursery work to build strong relationships with children and will change nappies according to individual needs and requirements. Interactions throughout should be warm and caring to allow the child to feel safe, nurtured, included and respected.
When changing a nappy staff should follow these procedures:
· Children should be made aware of what is going to happen before they are taken into the nappy changing area to allow the child to feel comfortable with this transition.
· Sanitise/wipe down the area before placing the child on the nappy changing station. 
· Put on an apron and gloves. 
· Calmly and comfortably change the child’s nappy using their own nappies and wipes as provided by the parent/carer. 
· Place soiled nappies/wipes in a sealed bag and dispose of in the appropriate bin. 
· Place any soiled clothes in a sealed bag.
· If a child requires barrier cream, put new gloves on and apply cream. 
· Remove gloves and dispose of appropriately before putting a clean nappy on the child.
· Help child down from the changing area.
· Support child to wash their hands following good hand hygiene practice. 
· Sanitise changing station with appropriate cleaning materials (Use new gloves if body fluids are present).
· Dispose appropriately of aprons and gloves.
· Staff should then wash their hands following good hand hygiene practice.
· Record on the changing record sheet the child’s initial/date/time they were changed and if they were wet/soiled, then sign this sheet.
· Ensure if any clothing has been soiled/wet that this bag is placed back onto the child’s peg/bag with a label indicating they have had an accident. 

It is important when changing a child/responding to their personal care that staff practice reflects families and the child’s own personal preferences and promotes children’s independence, privacy, and dignity at all times. 
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
