Sessions

A polite request, could we please ask that you adhere
to the session times 8.50 to 2.50, unless staff are aware
that you collect out with these times.

Weather appropriate clothing

If you could please make sure your child/children are
dressed for the weather when coming to nursery. New
government policy says that children should be out in
all weathers every day. Therefore on

Rainy days they should wear waterproofs (please
make sure they say that they are waterproof) and have
wellingtons on.

Snow days they should wear warm clothes, hats,
gloves, scarves, wellingtons or snow boots,
waterproofs or snow suits.

As the weather is changing we also ask if you could
look at the weather forcast before coming into
nursery, and if it is sunny if you could please put on
some sun cream for your children. We will be able to
top this up during the day.

Can we also remind parents to please
provide indoor shoes. We are encouraging children’s
independence skills and would ask that parents don’t
send children to nursery with shoes with laces as this
prevents them trying to get themselves ready at home
time and to play outdoors.

Can we remind you not to allow children to bring toys
to nursery in their bags. As children leave bags out in
the cloakroom where other children can access. Can
we also ask not to put juice or sweets in their bags. A
few of our children have allergies or may choke eating
them.
