Support

The nursery ladies are available if you require
any support. We can be contacted by phone,
email and at the door if you would like to chat,
ask questions or need advice. We will try our
best to support you.

Independence

Within the nursery staff we are encouraging the children to
be independent. We would kindly ask that you continue
this at home and when you bring/collect your child/ren to
nursery. This includes getting shoes on and off, so no laces
please. Jackets on and off, dressing and undressing for the
toilet. At times there is only one member of staff to ten
children to get them ready to go outdoors, so the more you
can encourage independence at home the more confident
your child/ren will become.

Phones

Can we kindly ask that when dropping and collecting
your child that you refrain from being on your phone.
Your child has missed you and will be keen to tell you
about their day, also staff may on occasion have
information to share with you about their day. Thank
you for your understanding.

Footwear

Can we politely ask that children do not wear crocs
and sandals to nursery for inside or outside footwear.
This is for their own safety as children have been
falling in the gym hall when running. The children
have a lot of risky play too with large blocks and these
do not protect their feet from injury.

We would like to thank parents who have contributed
to the nursery fund (brown/yellow envelopes) and
appreciate your continued support.

Sessions

A polite request, could we please ask that you
adhere to the session times 8.50am to 2.50pm,
unless staff are aware that you collect out with
these times. When parents/carers arrive at the
gate unexpectedly out with session times it can
cause disruption to the children who are already
engaged in play and their learning within the
playroom. Children should be collected no later
than 2.50pm.

If you require to collect or drop off your child
outside these times could you please let staff
know by phoning or at the door in the
morning,.

Learning Journals

Every child in the nursery should now have a learning
journal. If you have problems accessing these please
speak to a member of staff. You are also able to add
any outside achievements, memories or learning at
home to the journal. Please feel free to add any
experiences from home onto the journals as we love to
share these with the children. It can open up a lot of
discussions about shared experiences with peers.

Learning in the nursery

OUTDOORS

Exploring the environment we found frost, ice and
lots of water under the ice. We discussed how cold
the ice felt to touch. We sorted out our shed and
found some building blocks, which we put into
crates for ease of access. We took some paint
outdoors both powder and poster paint. The paint
was mixed with the water, ice and frost. Some
children used the guttering, tuff trays and pipes to
explore the flow of the water.

PLAYROOM

The children have been exploring all areas of the
indoors. The art area has been very busy with lots
of painting going on using different resources.
They have used cotton buds, sponges, cotton wool
on pegs and finger painting. There has been
creations on a bigger scale in the large block area.
Children have shown great imagination creating
houses and adding resources from the home
corner to create a home environment.

We have been encouraging diversity in the
nursery with the children through providing,
jigsaws, dolls, wooden dolls and stories from
around the world.
