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Primary 3 - Adverse Weather Pack

Please find below a variety of activities that your child can do at home if he/she is unable to come to school due to severe weather. 

Literacy Tasks
(A copy of common words and phonemes that your child has and will be working on this year will be sent home)  
· Spell words orally

· Write sentences using a variety of the words

· Fancy Spelling: pyramid spelling, rainbow writing, bubble writing, dot-to-dot writing, cut out letters from newspapers/ magazines to make words.
· Write a story using as many words as possible

· Count how many times they find the same common word or phoneme in a book

· Use magnetic board (if you have one) to say, make/break, read and write words
· Word webs with phonemes
· Make words/phonemes with playdough

· Paint words/phonemes 
· Phoneme story with Ben, Belle and Dasher
· Word/phoneme hunt in newspapers/magazine etc. 
Your child should have a reading book in their homework pack but if it has been returned prior to a weekend then they can also use any storybook from home.

· Read the story to a member of the family

· Retell the story – beginning, middle and end

· Predict what will happen next

· Write a character description

· Look for adjectives, nouns, verbs

· Copy part of the story for handwriting practise

· Re-write the story and change the beginning, middle or end
Additional Writing Activities

Write about a…

· Snowy day

· Being off school

· What I did at the weekend

…or any imaginative story that they wish to write about.

Maths Tasks

Numbers 
Addition and subtraction sums to 100
· Revise mental maths strategies for addition and subtraction to 20 then apply this to sums up to 100.
· Counting in 1’s, 2’s, 5’s, 10’s, 100’s/ numbers more than, less than, before, after and between
· Writing the numbers sequences to 100 in 1’s, 2’s, 5’s, 10’s

· Say/write 2, and 10 times tables

2D and 3D Shape

· Look for shapes around the house

· Draw the shapes

· Describe the shapes (edges, corners, faces)

· Make patterns with the shapes

· 2D designs (count the different shapes used)

· 3D models (count the different shapes used)

Time

· Saying/writing days, months, seasons

· Keep a diary of activities whilst not at school

· Drawing clocks and making o’clock and half past times

Information Handling

· Household/wider family survey of favourite food, colour etc.

· Draw a bar graph/picture graph to show the results

Topic (currently Katie Morag/Islands and then Christmas. Although the children could find out information on any topic which they have a personal interest in)

· Create own personal research project
· Fact finding using books/internet

· Make a poster/leaflet/flyer

· Build a 3D model
