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Primary 4 - Adverse Weather Pack

Please find below a variety of activities that your child can do at home if he/she is unable to come to school due to severe weather. 

Literacy Tasks
· Revise phonemes and common words learned to date, make up wordlists for each.
· Create a new phoneme chart and find words containing these from any book.

· Spell words orally.

· Write a spelling story using at least ten of their words.

· Fancy spelling: Pyramid spelling, rainbow spelling, bubble writing, dot-to-dot writing or writing their words three times (children are familiar with all of these methods).

· Diacritically marking their phoneme words (the children can write on the phoneme charts within the pack.

· Reading:

· If possible use a suitable storybook from home and complete some of the following activities:

· Word building – make a list of new and interesting vocabulary from your reading book.

· Look up the meaning of these new words in a dictionary.

· Write about your favourite character – character description/draw illustrations/predict what might happen next/write an alternative ending.

· Read a chapter and retell the chapter to a family member focusing on main ideas.

· Take notes from one or more chapters and write a summary in your own words.

· Read with a family member focusing on fluency.

· Be a punctuation detective and look for adjectives, nouns, verbs, prepositions and direct speech.
· Copy part of the story to practice your handwriting focusing on cursive writing.
· Use Glow for some grammar and other literacy games.
Additional writing:

· Write a story using good vocabulary, connectives, openers and punctuation (VCOP). 

· Ask a family member to make up the beginning of a story and you write the rest of the story. Read this to your family member when complete.

· Ask a family member to dictate a paragraph to you.

· Write about being off school. If it’s snowing, take a photo of yourself in the snow and write a recount of your experience!

Maths Tasks

· Practise, write and say the times tables.

· Ask a family member to quiz you on your tables.

· You could play bingo with a family member. 

· Addition and subtraction sums (chimney and mental).

· Counting in 2’s, 3’s, 4’s, 5’s, 10’s/numbers more than, less than, before, after and between.

· Writing sequences of numbers up to 100 i.e. counting up in 13’s.

· Login to Sumdog and work on your maths.

· Use Glow for some Maths Games.

Art/Topic Tasks
· Research an artists and complete a fact file on them. 
· Try to re-create a piece of their artwork. 
· Use Glow to complete a power point on a topic you are interested in.
