We are carrying out a review of homework in line with the current policy. To that end we are piloting a new procedure this term whereby the children will have core Literacy and Numeracy tasks e.g. Reading, SUMDOG online Maths etc. In addition, there will be a Skills’ Grid from which the children can select activities according to the individual teacher’s instructions. This pilot will continue for this term after which we will ask for feedback from parents, children and staff.
If your child participates in the Scotia Reading Challenge (see over), this will count as the reading section within the pilot (unless the teacher has set specific reading homework/activities for a particular week).

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SCOTIA BOOKS READING CHALLENGE

It is quite a few years since St. Barbara’s participated in the Scotia Books Reading Challenge. We have decided to complete the challenge again in order to promote reading in school and at home.

This is a sponsored challenge with all of the money raised coming back to the school in the form of books for the children to read for class libraries. In addition, in order to promote children’s choices, we will take a group of children to Scotia Warehouse in Kilsyth once the challenge has ended to select books for the classes.

The Challenge
· To read a minimum of TEN books during the Challenge
· All of the family can become involved – simply read a book to a child – as this counts too!
· Ask members of your FAMILY to sponsor you as you read
· If 10 people sponsor you 10p PER BOOK and you read 10 books – you will get a GOLD MEDAL (total sponsorship = £10)
· If 7 people sponsor you 10p PER BOOK and you read 7 books – you will get a CERTIFICATE of ACHIEVEMENT (total sponsorship = £4.90)

· If you raise any extra money, don’t worry - that will result in even more books for the school!

· Please keep your sponsorship envelope somewhere safe and return it at the end of the challenge. Thank you!
