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Rationale 

At St. Dominic’s Primary and Nursey we will ensure, so far as reasonably practicable, that all staff, pupils, contractors and visitors are protected from the risks of fire whilst on the premises.
Aims 
The aim of this policy is to ensure that all reasonable steps are taken to secure the health, safety and welfare of all persons using the premises in the event of a fire.
Fire Evacuation Procedure
If you discover a fire:

· Ensure that no one is in immediate danger

· Raise the alarm by sounding the nearest fire alarm

· Attempt to tackle the fire with the correct appliance unless the fire is beyond obvious control

· If the fire is beyond control, evacuate the building, closing as many doors as possible.

If you hear the fire alarm:

· Staff should see that necessary persons are evacuated from the building and a roll call taken

· A designated person (Jackie McMahon) should call the fire brigade in accordance with the relevant instructions. 

Staff Roles and Responsibilities

· In the event of a fire alarm, all teachers are responsible for safely evacuating their own class via the nearest emergency exit.  Staff should exit behind their class.  

· Additional designated areas to be checked include:

P1 teacher – boys toilets

P2 teacher – boys toilet

P3 teacher – Barra

P4 teacher – Barra

P5 teacher – girls toilet

P6 teacher – girls toilet

P7 teacher – Multi-purpose Room

· Any teacher in the gym hall should evacuate their class before checking changing rooms and toilets in P.E. block.

· Staff should carry their class register at all times to allow them to conduct a roll call at assembly point.
· Following roll call, staff should send a child to the designated staff member to report if all members of the class are accounted for or if any pupils are missing.

· Staff should not re-enter the building unless directed to by the Fire Brigade or the HT in the instance of a fire drill.

· Staff must complete mandatory Fire Awareness training every three years and should submit a copy of their certificate to the HT on completion.

· Any concerns should be reported immediately to the Fire Controller, Jane Sweeney.
Assembly Point

· The assembly point is located at the soft play area to the left rear of the building.  
· Pupils must be lined up behind the appropriate number on the ground. 
· Should there be evidence of a fire on the premises, staff should escort their class to the play park behind the school to ensure their safety.
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
