	Phoneme Knowledge (PK)

	Money – the ‘ey’ phoneme in this word can help you to spell it. 

	Spelling Rule (SR)

	Make – the ‘silent e’ (or as we say ‘magic e’) makes the vowel ‘a’ say its name.  

	Word Within a Word (WWW)

	Space – the word ‘ace’ helps us to spell the word ‘space’. 

	Mnemonic (M)

	Rhythm – Rhythm Helps Your Two Hips Move. Creating a rhyme or poem can help you spell tricky words! 

	Syllabification (S)

	Yesterday – yes/ter/day. This is when we clap out the syllables in the word. 
Tip: Use our classroom strategy where we put our hand under our chin. Every time your chin moves, it’s a new syllable! 

	Compound Word (CW)

	Football – foot/ball. Compound words are two or more words combined to make a new word like ‘football’. Try not to get this mixed up with ‘Word Within a Word’.
