Just a short update regarding events in school.
Firstly a very big thank you for all your support during these changing times.  As government guidance changes and it affects us in school we will keep you informed.  Although we do not have to, from Monday, we would ask you to wear a face mask if you come into the school grounds at any time i.e. to drop/pick up a child, collect something from the school office. We will continue the staggered starts/finishes for classes for the foreseeable future.  Many thanks for your continued support with this – we will continue to monitor numbers at each gate and urge parents/carers to ensure that they are socially distancing.
