Curriculum

We will be working on fiction texts. The children will continue what they have learned in terms 1 and 2 and develop their knowledge in more complex texts.   
Numeracy
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Description automatically generated]We will be focussing on Fractions, Percentages, Decimals and Data Handling. The children will learn these concepts through both active and independent activities. 
Children are encouraged to work on their number sequencing throughout the year. It is extremely important that they keep up their number ordering, number bonds and sequencing practice at home. This will help during tasks in class such as Number Talks and Mental Maths.  

Topic 
This term our topic is Rights and Responsibilities of People in Society. We will be exploring the difference people in our society. If you have any resources you are willing to share, we would take great care of them and this would bring the topic to life for the children. We will focus on the Children’s Rights articles within the United Nations Convention for the Right’s of the Child, and how they relate to children and people in our society.
