In maths, we are learning:
Numeracy
· Estimating and Rounding, Number and Number Processes (place value), Measurement (length and height & perimeter)
Maths
· Angles - I can name and classify angles, find angles in my environment and identify angles in shapes, see the link between compass points and angles, use co-ordinates to plot a point in one quadrant.
· Time - I can tell the time to the minute, convert between 12/24 hour time, calculate time intervals, use calendars & timetables to plan events. 
· Information Handling
Ask and answer questions using various sources of data, gather and display data effectively, interpret data and make predictions. 


In Health & Wellbeing we are learning:
· Emotional Health:  
RSHP – Friendship, Making and Keeping Friends, Online/Offline Friends, A Fair & Equal Life for Boys and Girls, Protecting Me – My Trusted Adults.
· Physical Health
Healthy Lifestyles – what my body needs to be healthy.
Food & Health – understanding why people require special diets and different nutritional needs.

In literacy, we are learning:
· Reading – continuing to develop our fluency, accuracy, reading rate and comprehension using the Dandelion Readers and Read, Write Inc Fresh Start programme.
· Talking and listening – taking turns to ask questions, show my understanding by answering questions and giving explanations, summarising the points of a discussion, recognise when I’m being influenced, explain processes and my ideas.
· Phonics/spelling – building our knowledge of the phonemes in Set 3 of the RWInc programme. Continuing to learn the spellings for tricky red words. Revisiting the phonemes from Set 1 & 2.
· Writing Focus – developing our understanding of the features of the narrative and information writing genres.
