In literacy, we are learning:
· Reading
Working in our reading groups to improve fluency and comprehension through poetry, our core non-fiction and fiction texts.

· Talking and listening
Showcase of learning presentations during assembly
Group Presentations on topic “All about the Internet” with focus on pace, volume and clarity. 

· Phonics/spelling
Weekly spelling words based on different phonemes and spelling rules with various activities.

· Writing
Three genres of taught writing including narrative, information, and persuasive.  

In Health & Wellbeing we are learning:
· Emotional Health
Learn about staying safe online and Digital Citizenship. 
Our focus this term will be on emotional wellbeing and body image. 

· Physical Health
Our focus in gym is to select, adapt and apply movement skills and strategies creatively, accurately and with control through possession games including rugby, basketball, and netball. 

In maths, we are learning:
· Number Talks
· Number Talks to further develop a range of mental addition strategies.
· Our strategies this term include making tens, friendly numbers, doubles/near doubles, breaking each number into its Place Value and adding up in chunks.

· Use our knowledge of rounding to routinely estimate whole numbers, decimals fractions and giving estimates to calculations.

· Place Value with whole numbers, decimals and the link between a digit, its place, and its value.
