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Update from Mrs Ferrie

I hope you all had a lovely September weekend in the autumn sunshine. Our children have been outstanding settling back in to the new normal since August and our staff team have been working extremely hard to ensure good hygiene and caring for the pupil’s health and wellbeing during this unprecedented time. 

Unfortunately the world we live in at present  is difficult and many of us are anxious about restrictions and procedures however we must all work together to ensure that every single person who uses our school campus is safe and as Head Teacher (Acting) it is my duty to ensure that this is the case. Due to the rise in cases of coronavirus I must make changes to ensure that we do all that we can to stop a positive case within Tannochside Primary and Nursery and so from Monday 5th October the following procedures must be adhered to.

Updated Procedures

· On entering the school campus/ grounds/ car park/ waiting area/ nursery waiting area all adults must wear a mask. If you are not wearing a mask you must wait outside the school gate. If you have a medical condition that means you are exempt from wearing a mask, please let a member of the Senior Leadership Team know to avoid any misunderstanding.

· If you are using the carpark you cannot stand around talking, especially in front of the P1-3 gates or on the path. Once you have dropped your child off or collected them please return to your car or exit the campus.

· P1-3 gate do not block this gate. There will be 3 waiting zones, 1 for each stage. Please remain in this area until you are called over at the end of the day. We will start with P1, P2 then P3.

· P1 and P2 will exit at 2.45 P3 will be 2.50. (P4 – 7 will be out for 3pm using their exit points.)

· Nursery and P4 and P5 parents/ carers must not drive around the back of the school and must not park on the roundabout or path.

· If your child is particularly anxious or upset of a morning, please wait till nearer 9am so that a member of staff can assist when it’s not as busy and we can take your child to their line or into the school building.

· If you wish to speak to a member of staff at the end of the day please wait until all children in the class have been collected before approaching.
Your understanding and cooperation are needed at this time, it is difficult for everyone. Please be assured that myself and the SLT will do what we can to keep everyone safe and I hope that all users of Tannochside Primary and Nursery respect these new procedures.
Just a reminder that there is no supervision until 8.45am, at this point there will be a member of the team at the zebra crossing and at the 3 entry points. Staff have kindly changed their working hours and our teaching staff are willingly starting their day early to ensure your child and everyone’s child is safe.

A few other items

Reminder, if your child has forgotten something, unfortunately, you cannot hand this in at the office. This is to reduce the footfall of who is accessing the building. You can phone the office for a message to be passed on to your child’s teacher so that it can dealt with.

As there will be no parents’ evening, we will send out an interim report for your child in November.

After reviewing our procedures for packed lunches, children who are a packed lunch will start eating at 12pm, school dinners and home lunches will go as normal at 12.30. This will ensure that the children have enough time to eat their lunch. Teaching staff will make this a nice social time for the children, again focusing on their health and wellbeing.

Homework was discussed at our inset day on Thursday and our programme for homework will commence the Monday after the October week break.

Reminder, if your child is symptomatic and is isolating please phone the office to alert us and once the results are through another telephone call should be made to the office to inform myself what the outcome is. If your child is absent due to self-isolating, work will be available for them by directly messaging their class teacher or you can contact myself and I will get this arranged.
