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1a	Intruders in the Nursery Grounds or the Nursery

This situation should be judged according to the perception of threat posed

	Nursery Grounds

1.	Low threat – loitering or drunk teenager who could be persuaded to move on.
	2.	Not sure – contact local police station for advice.
	3.	Real threat – dial 999
	In all cases the HT or a senior member of staff should be informed

	Nursery 

1.	The controlled entry system should significantly reduce the possibility of an intruder, but all visitors must have a valid reason for being in school e.g. parents, or workmen (who should show their I.D. prior to being admitted)
2.	Situation causing uncertainty – contact local police station for advice.
3.	Threat of physical harm – contact local police station, stressing the intruder is in nursery.
4.	If a legitimate parent, under the influence of drink/drugs, tries to remove his/her child, then staff should try to dissuade the removal of the child by whatever legitimate means possible.
	If this is unsuccessful then contact local police to inform them that a drunken parent has removed a child from nursery.

	The H.T. and /or P.T. should be advised as soon as is practical and possible. 
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
