Writing
Now using the information from your plan, you are ready to write your recount. For this you do need to use full sentences.
Paragraph 1
Your opening paragraph should tell the reader what event you are going to write about. It should tell them when and where your event took place as well as who was there.
Paragraph 2
This paragraph should tell the reader all of the important things that happened throughout the event. You should try to write these in the correct order. You should tell the reader how you were feeling throughout the event.
Paragraph 3
This paragraph should bring your recount to a close by telling the reader what happened at the end and how you felt when it was all over.
