Why have I been issued with a telephone rota?

 How will I find out if Forgandenny School is closed?

What happens if the school has to close due to severe weather during the day?


Contact will be made with parents by phone as soon as a decision has been made to close the school.  Pupils will be cared for until a parent or other agreed adult arrives to collect them.  








What if I cannot get to school to collect my child during the day?


Please begin to plan for this eventuality by keeping emergency contact details up to date and nominating an emergency pick up person.
