Information and Communications Technology Policy

Rationale

As ICT is now an integral part of everyday life, it is essential that we can take advantage of its opportunities and embed the necessary skills pupils will need both now and in the future into our daily practise. Young people in our school today will require considerable I.C.T. knowledge, skills and awareness if they are to be successful in their futures and the economy will depend on a high level of I.C.T. capability from its people if it is to develop technologically and to compete internationally`.

Aberuthven Primary School sets out to provide opportunities for pupils to become knowledgeable about the nature of information; safe use of new technology; and able to exploit its potential.

Our aims in using I.C.T. are 

· To encourage, assist and support staff and pupils in feeling confident about their ability to use I.C.T.

· To stimulate and promote the use of Information Technology in order to support, enhance and extend learning opportunities.

· To incorporate new I.C.T. developments into both the I.C.T. curriculum and as a teaching tool throughout the wider curriculum.

· To develop an understanding of the capabilities and limitations of I.C.T. and the implications and consequences of its use.

· To ensure children have equal opportunity of access to I.C.T. provision.
Principles

· Staff will ensure skills development through implementing Curriculum for Excellence and Perth and Kinross Council Guidelines.

· I.C.T. will be delivered through both discrete and contextual planned learning activities.

· I.C.T. should be seen as a tool which can be used in almost any school activity.

· Staff will ensure that a balanced and progressive programme of study in I.C.T. is provided, using Curriculum for Excellence experiences and outcomes as well as the Benchmarks to guide and inform their planning.
· All pupils should be challenged appropriately.

Assessment

Ongoing assessment of progress will be collected in various ways; formally, informally, be written work or practical. The format of the assessment will be determined by the planned classroom experience.
Pupil Protection
· All computers are linked to the internet.  They are guarded by Perth and Kinross Council security guard.
· Children will be aware of the importance of keeping themselves safe and how to do so when using ICT equipment.  
· Children will be made aware that they are expected to search for suitable sites only.

Professional Development

· All staff are incorporating ICT experiences and outcomes in their forward planning and are developing the use of Seesaw to report and share progress with Home.

· Perth and Kinross Council will continue to provide opportunities for on-going staff development and training.
