Homework 

Homework is work set by teachers, which takes place outside the formal classroom situation.  It will have a clear purpose and will: -

· Reinforce work done in school.
· Be manageable in the time given.

· Be supported by the teacher’s curricular objectives.

· Be supported by teachers and parents.

· Be signed by parents.
· Include challenge to extend the learning of some pupils
The aims of homework are to

· Reinforce classroom learning.

· Encourage self-discipline in pupils.

· Build home/school links by involving parents.

Both the types of homework and the amounts will vary with the needs of pupils.  

There will be communication between teacher and pupil as well as between teacher and parent.  Homework will not be given as a punishment.

General 

Class 1 have homework set on a Friday and it should be returned on Thursday. This will include Spellings, Reading, Numeracy and Topic work. All of the homework will be linked to work in class. Tasks are given on a sheet every week (homework grid) where children complete all tasks printed in bold and have the option of doing another one (only if they choose). Children should read (or discuss their book) for about 10 minutes each night.

 Class 2 will have homework set on a Friday and it should be returned by Friday. This will include Spellings, Reading, Maths and Topic work. Tasks are given on a sheet every week (homework grid) where children complete all tasks printed in bold and have the option of doing another 3 (only if they choose). Children should be reading for at least 20 minutes every night, about 30 minutes for P6/7.

If your child has any problems with their homework please do not hesitate to contact school and discuss this.

General

· If they are absent, they should complete work on their return.
· Children should check their homework books every night.
· Parents should check these homework books regularly to ensure all homework is being done.
· Written homework should be signed so that teachers know that a parent has checked and approved the standard of work.
· Homework should take no longer than 45mins each night excluding personal reading.  If it is taking longer, teachers should be informed.

· It should be noted that some children might on occasion have to complete work, which should have been done in class time.
· If your child struggles with any aspect of his/her homework, a note should be written in their jotter or homework diary so that the teacher is aware of the problem.

Reading

· Children are expected to read for 15/20mins each night up to 30 minutes for P6/7.
· Children who are not fluent readers should be encouraged to read to an adult.

· Many children enjoy being read to at any age.

· The individual reading book should be read and discussed.

· Discuss any new vocabulary encountered.  
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
