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Cost of the School Day Analysis
(Review Completed on 28th May 2024 in collaboration with members of our Parent Partnership)
In Aberuthven PS we feel very strongly about our duty to ensure that learning is made accessible to all. We work hard to ensure we remove any potential barriers where possible, that may impact our learners and families.
In collaboration with the members of our Parent Partnership we have reviewed the annual cost of a pupil attending our school setting using the ‘Cost of the School Day’ tool.

This is something we will review on an ongoing basis and continue to actively seek feedback from our families to identify ways that we as a school team may be able to help reduce any hidden costs which may cause a barrier to any of our families across the whole school community.
Our findings were as follows:
Uniform Costs
We encourage families to ensure that pupils come to school wearing a school coloured, green jumper or cardigan, dark bottoms, a jacket and a pair of indoor shoes. We also ask that pupils have a PE kit consisting of a top, shorts/leggings/joggers and shoes for PE. We also ask that pupils have waterproof trousers to keep them dry during outdoor learning.

There are other items of school uniform that can be purchased however are not essential.

A kit consisting of x2 plain green jumpers, x2 white polo shirts, x1 plain green PE tshirt, x2 black joggers, x1 pair indoor shoes, x1 pair outdoor shoes, x1 all weather jacket, x1 schoolbag and x1 pair waterproof trousers could be purchased from supermarket clothing stores for approximately £100 per child.
School Clothing Grant Scotland offer a means tested annual payment of approximately £120 per Primary School Pupil to support the purchase of school uniform. For further information, please visit Help with school clothing costs - mygov.scot
Travel Costs
We were unable to determine any travel costs as all pupils in Scotland are eligible to apply for a free bus pass. For further information visit Homepage - YPTS (freebus.scot).  There are buses available to pupils within and out with our catchment area which could potentially support their travel to and from school.

We host free afterschool clubs for pupils over a block of 4 weeks on a termly basis to ensure opportunities are not missed due to travel requirements. Free afterschool activities are also available to pupils in our sister villages and towns through Live Active. Please contact our Live Active Co-ordinator, Cat Fairlie for further information.
Learning Costs
All learning costs including stationary, jotters, art materials etc are provided for pupils and are therefore costs covered by School. Pupils have access to digital devices to support the completion of homework during a staff supported homework lunchtime club on a Wednesday.
School Trip Costs
We believe that school outings provide many benefits and learning opportunities for our pupils and aim to take pupils on one trip per term. We are aware that trips can cause create additional cost for families and do as much as we possibly can to either cover the complete cost of an outing or reduce it as far as possible for families. Families with 3 or more children attending our school can also be offered support to reduce the costs incurred to attend trips if cost greater than £10 per pupil.

Over the past few years our trips have been as follows:

Term 1 – Trip to Edinburgh Book Festival

Trip was free to attend. Travel costs met via travel subsidy grant   & by school.
Term 2 – Trip to Perth Pantomime, Perth Theatre
Ticket price was a reduced rate of £8 per pupil, with top up covered by school. Travel costs met by our Parent Partnership
Term 3 – Trip to Creative Day of Dance, Perth Concert Hall

Trip was free to attend. Travel costs met by Parent Partnership

               Trip to Dundee Science Centre & V and A Museum

Ticket price was a reduced rate of £4 per pupil, with top up covered by grant from the science center. Travel costs met by our Parent Partnership and school.

Term 4 – Trip to Active Kids, Stanley

Ticket price was a reduced rate of £4 per pupil, with top up covered by Parent Partnership. Travel costs met by our Parent Partnership.

Transition Trip
Optional P7 Transition Trip – One off individual Cost of trip and clothing approx. £400
Any families who require any support to finance school trips are encouraged to contact school to discuss any support which may be available.

Eating at School Costs
Free School Meals are available to all P1-5 pupils and then for P6-7 pupils on a means tested basis by the Scottish Government. FSM may potentially be made available in the coming years for P6 and P7 pupils too.
School meals cost £2.25 per day per pupil.
P5-7 pupils have the option to visit the local shop during lunchtime on a Friday. A spending limit of £5 per visit has been agreed. Pupils can bring as much or as little to spend below £5. Money brought from home and frequency of visits are at the discretion of individual families. There is no expectation that pupils will take part in these optional visits on a Friday.
School Club/Activity Costs
We were unable to determine any club or activity costs. We host free afterschool clubs for pupils over a block of 4 weeks on a termly basis to ensure opportunities are not missed due to travel requirements. Free afterschool activities are also available to pupils in our sister villages and towns through Live Active. Please contact our Live Active Co-ordinator, Cat Fairlie for further information.
Fun Event Costs
We support fundraising events such as ‘Child in Need’ etc by raising awareness of the charity and providing families with the opportunity to make a donation via the charity website should they wish to do so. Families are not asked to make a specific or any donation. 
Tickets costing £2.50 per adult must be purchased to attend our school Christmas Concert and Summer Concert. We aim to ensure that a family of 4 would pay no more than £10 to attend any school event at a time.

One off, fundraising events such as Bingo Night, Family Discos etc cost £2.50 per ticket. We aim to ensure that a family of 4 would pay no more than £10 to attend any school event at a time.

Pupils are invited to take part in Christmas Jumper Day and wear a ‘house’ coloured t-shirt for Sports Day- both may incur a cost.
Home Learning Costs
All learning costs including stationary, jotters, art materials etc can be provided for pupils at the beginning of every school year, with any top up materials available to take home at request if possible, therefore costs covered by School. 

Pupils have access to digital devices and internet access to support the completion of homework during a staff supported homework lunchtime club on a Wednesday.
Families can apply to Perth & Kinross Council to request dongles to support home access to the internet for educational purposes.
Our Next Steps:
- To seek feedback from families within our school community, asking for suggestions around how we could look to reduce any hidden costs.

-To set up a ‘swap shop’ by asking Parents to hand in any outgrown items of uniform including PE kit, Jumpers, Bottoms, Shoes, Sports Day Tops.
