EMERGENCY CLOSURE OF SCHOOL - SEVERE WEATHER CONDITIONS

Please note that it is essential that we have an up to date contact number (including
mobile where possible) for parents at all times.

Decision to close during school hours

If it is necessary to close the school during the school day because of severe weather we will
use the contact details you have given us to ensure your child is returned home safely. In the
first instance we will send out a text to the child’s main contact mobile phone. Please confirm
receipt of this message. This will allow us to direct follow up phone calls to those who have
not received the text.

Decision to close made outside of school hours.
You can obtain information about school closure from these sources:

In the event of the school remaining open during heavy snow, parents should make the
decision of whether or not to send their child to school based on the safety of walking
conditions on the roads and pavements; our school playground will be in a similar condition.

In the case of partial closure of the school due to localised severe weather please note the
following points:

1  The school will not necessarily be closed to pupils if the contract buses do not run. If
the teachers are in school village children should attend. Parents of children who
attend school on placing request should make their own decisions about attempting the
journey, taking into account road and weather conditions.

2  Parents of children who are conveyed on the contract buses should be aware that if
they do not run and you subsequently decide to transport your children yourself, it will
be necessary for you to collect them at the end of the day or earlier if weather
conditions deteriorate rapidly.
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
