· Introduced to Harry (gardener’s apprentice), Betty (landgirl), Erchie Graham (grumpy, old handyman) and Charlie (deaf labourer) as they prepare for the deer drive
· Duror wakes from a nightmare and startles them
· The cone-gatherers join them and the deer drive begins
· Calum loses control as a deer is maimed and “flung himself upon the deer, clasped it round the neck and tried to comfort it.” p70
· Duror savagely slits the deer’s throat in “some kind of berserk joy” p70
· LRC is horrified and assumes Duror to be ill and angry at Calum for ruining the hunt.
· Duror has an epiphany p73
· LRC wants the cone-gatherers banished from the wood but Tulloch and Roderick defend them
