1. Roderick climbed up a tree and got stuck. 
Why? He wants to emulate the conegatherers and show his support after his mother mistreats them. He finds events on the ground confusing and unfair so seeks refuge in the trees. He knows that only the conegatherers could save him so he hopes this will gain his mother's forgiveness and she will allow them to stay.


2. Lady Runcie Campbell's son
 Is upset by his mother's treatment of the conegatherers after the deer  drive and then the beach hut 
Wants everyone to be treated equally 
Doesn't understand the class divide 
Admires Calum's skill in the trees 
Doesn't like Duror - saw him with a dead deer when he was little
Grandfather - a judge - taught him a sense of justice, fairness and equality 
"Useless at games" p30 and physical sports 
Home tutored as school was too rough for him 
Is aware of Duror's obsession - sees him spying - and tries to understand it: "Was it because they represented goodness, and himself evil? P119 
Prophesies Calum's murder - "If he was mad then, was he now waiting with a gun to commit murder?"  p119
Does not believe Duror's lie damning Calum as "an evil person" p94
Does not share his father's aristocratic ideals
Not like his sister Sheila who is an unfeeling snob
Two years older than Sheila
Resembled his father "with startled deer's eyes and hare's teeth" p30
"his mother's favourite" p30 
"from birth had been weak in body and complicated of mind" p30 
"not quite fourteen" p48 
Wants to give them a lift home ch8
Falls ill after the storm - read p139 "though she had taken his temperature ... wrong"
Gets better as soon as he resolves to climb the tree
Gentle and kind 
Perceived by his mother as naive and weak minded but is actually very clear in his beliefs and ideals 

3. Made them stay in tiny, ramshackle accommodation 
Forced Calum to participate in the deer drive 
Refused them a lift but allowed dogs in the car 
Turfed them out of the beach hut in the storm 
Repeatedly treated them unfairly but now she needs them she expects them to come willingly.
Quotation means: he has surrendered his dignity and rights and will not stoop any lower. Neil is angry and disgusted with himself for not speaking up and defending/protecting his brother. This is his final chance to do so.

4. She is scared as she suddenly realises what Duror is capable of. She steadies herself in the tee "as if pleading with it" p178 She lets out a sob then leaves her son as she knows the brothers are in far greater danger. She runs, stumbles, climbs fences and jumps over streams to get to the brothers. She tries to feel anger towards them but cannot. "Fear, anxiety, love, sorrow, regret, and hope, we're in her mind, but not anger." P179 
5.  Calum is shot by Duror.  His bag catches on a branch and he is left hanging “in a twisted fashion”.  “His arms were loose and dangled in macabre gestures of supplication.”  He is smiling.  Cones and blood drop. P180

6. Neil:  “With moans and yelps of lamentation like an animal his brother was struggling along that branch to try and reach him.” P181

7. Duror commits suicide by shooting himself.  He had become so utterly consumed by his hatred for Calum that once he had murdered him he had nothing left to live for.
