Just a reminder that P.1 enrolment takes place next
week. All children due to start school in August
2019 must enrol at their catchment school.

Registration will take place between 1pm and 3pm
on each day. If you are unsure of your catchment
school, please contact the school office staff who
will be happy to help.

Parents should produce their child's birth
certificate, and two proofs of residence, which
must include council tax notice for the property or
proof that you have registered for council tax at
that property, and a letter from your solicitor
confirming that missives have been concluded, a
rent book for rented property, tenancy agreement
or a mortgage/bank statement. Original documents
must be produced.
