. Arguably the most famous image in all of Japanese art, this iconic woodblock print depicts a huge, frothing wave as it crests over a distant Mount Fuji. Born in Edo (modern Tokyo) in 1760, the influential artist and printmaker 
created  a
 famous series of 36 images of Mount Fuji in Japan. He made lots of things happen in each print and all from different locations and angles but all had Mount Fuji somewhere in the image.
