Introduction

P1 Transition 
Letters informing our new Primary 1 parents and carers about transition activities have gone out this 
week.  We are so sorry that current restrictions do not permit adults to visit the school with their children 
and fully appreciate how disappointing this must be.  It is our plan that, as soon as restrictions are lifted in 
the new academic year: we will invite parents and carers in to see where their child(ren) work; meet with 
the adults who support them; and an opportunity to explore the resources that are available.   
 
In the meantime, the Head Teacher and Depute Head Teacher will be hosting two live Question and 
Answer sessions during which a video of the school and class bases will be shown to our new families.  We 
will discuss the life of the school, what the children and families can expect, our learning and teaching 
approaches, and the ways in which we celebrate success.  We are very excited to be able to see our new 
families, albeit virtually!   
 
P7 Transition 
Primary 7, their teacher, our Parent Council and the Senior Leadership Team are working very closely to 
ensure that our end of term celebrations are as enjoyable as possible for our children.  We must continue 
to plan with strict adherence to health and safety guidance and be flexible should changes be required.   
 
It is important to note that we are unable to invite parents/carers to the school for any events and will not 
be organising anything that requires families to purchase prom dresses/kilts etc.
