Lunchtime for that day will be 12.00 – 1.00pm.  Pupils will be required to go to their usual P5 lesson to be registered and will then have access to the Carnival from 1.15 until 2.45 when it will finish.  Pupils will then head back to their P7 lesson to be registered and stay there until the end of the school day.  Any pupil who does not want to attend the Carnival will be looked after by certain staff and given a timetable for that day and undertake study.
Pupils can sign up to attend the Carnival by handing in an envelope with the completed return slip, and the £4 payment to the Assembly Hall at INTERVAL on Tuesday 25th April 2017.
