If you haven’t already done so, please return your child’s data and consent 

forms as soon as possible. It is important that we your most up to date details.  

Primary 5  

Mrs Scott is unwell and currently off on sick leave. This week, the class has 

been taught by Mr Carlton, Mrs Nicol and Miss Newlove. To ensure continuity 

for the children, next week, all literacy and numeracy will be planned and taught 

by Mr Carlton.

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3pm. They should go straight into the P1 classrooms where they will meet their 

child. We will try this for another week to see how things go. If we can make 

further improvements we will let you know. If you have any suggestions please 

let us know.
