| normally do a wee post during the Summer with some suggestions for your child starting

school but thought it might be helpful just now given some people have more time on their
hands!

Do they recognise their own name? If not make a sign together for their room and where
they hang their jacket at home so that they are used to seeing it.

If you are going to teach them to write their name please only teach the first letter as a
capital- if they learn their whole name in capitals it then takes time for them to unlearn it.

Remember school is different from when you went, they will unlikely have their own desk
but they will be very used to the set up as it's similar to Nursery.

Label EVERYTHING! | even label the top of Tupperware and the bottom in case my son
loses just one part!

Encourage them to open their own snacks so that they are able to do it at playtime and
lunchtime.

Velcro shoes are best!

Don't share your concerns with them and don't talk about how they are your baby and
they aren't ready! They are taking their lead from you!

Can they put on their own jacket and zip it up? If not, start encouraging that!

Can they use the toilet independently and wash and dry their hands independently? Now
is the time to work on this.

When you find out their gym days it's best not to put them in shirt and tie on these days.

In Scotland all P1s-P3’s get a free lunch - when you get a menu pop it somewhere in the
house and let them know what the choices are each day and decide what they will have
together.
