Participation Policy
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Rationale

Children’s capacities to learn are shaped by their experiences and home circumstances as well as their individual development: we recognise the importance of working in partnership with parents to achieve successful outcomes for children.

Paisley ELCC recognises that parents have an important part to play in the delivery of quality child care to young children. We believe that parental involvement contributes enormously to the effective way in which we operate. Parents are welcome to come to the setting to spend time with their child and assist with activities, hence becoming involved in the overall support network we provide for children and their families.

Parents/carers can volunteer to spend time with us in the playroom, join us on outings, help with fundraising events and join our Eco group or parents committee.

The parents are welcome to use the parents room it throughout the session

Parents/carers are informed of Centre and Community activities through newsletters, memos, Noticeboards, Seesaw or by the child’s keyworker.

Information will be officially shared twice a year and staff encourage parents to attend meetings and accommodate a variety of time schedules.

Although parent meetings are held, parent/carers are given information about their child’s progress on a daily basis and parents/carers are encouraged to share information which may assist staff in providing the best possible care and learning opportunities for the child.

Parents are encouraged to access their child’s folios at any time to review and contribute to observations of their child’s progress.

Aims

Parents are encouraged to become involved in the nursery in each or one of the following ways:

· Being active in the establishment of a parent-nursery relationship.

· Talking to staff about their child, their interest and their learning.

· Suggesting things that they would like staff to consider when planning activities at the nursery.

· Asking to view their child’s developmental records which is compiled and regularly updated by staff.

· Maintaining an interest in the running of the nursery, reading all notices and email newsletters, attending meetings, responding to surveys, Seesaw comments etc.

· Contributing to the running of the nursery by sharing special skills in music, languages, drama or other activities.

· Participating in the Committee meetings.

· Attending formal and informal functions arranged by the nursery.

· Contributing to the Policies and Procedures review process when asked via the newsletter or notices on the parent’s noticeboard.
· Supporting our nursery through fundraising and donations.

· When possible being involved in our excursions.

· Participating in discussion groups about parenting concerns.

· Getting involved in groups within the nursery e.g Eco group, Parents Committee.

· Actively participating in homelink activities e.g. lending library, Adventure Teds.
Covid Guidance - The management of parental participation will remain under review in line with government guidance and staff and management will find creative solutions to involve parents in the participation of the life of the service and learning opportunities. 
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
