All children to start in 20x20 grid. Ask them to jog around in the square. You can also shout numbers out and give different instructions for different numbers. Example - 1-jump up and down. If you say stop or ‘go to your station’ they run to one of the stations in the corner. You then pick one of the 4-coloured bibs/beanbag etc from behind your back. If you are in that corner you go to jail. If you are in jail you stand in a circle throwing a beanbag or 2/3/4 (this depends how many people are playing the game) beanbags, to each other (hot potato style). When you say ‘stop’ whoever doesn’t have the beanbag goes back into the game. You could play the game for 10 minutes and the winner is the one who has been to jail the least.
