· Every activity should involve pupil and parent working together


Ice breaker - emoji task - pupil and parent together chose which emoji best describes how they are feeling about the move to secondary. Discuss feelings and why you have them. 
You could write a list of questions, based on this, to ask your transition teacher on return to school. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Main activity – cut up the sheet with ‘subjects’ on it and lay the subjects out. Cut up the sheet with different skills on it and match up the skills with the relevant subjects. You may find that some skills match with more than 1 subject. This should lead to conversations which reveal that children have already developed the skills they need for secondary. It also encourages conversations about the subjects and how they might enjoy them. Again, you may want to have questions prepared to ask your transition teacher on return to school. 
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
