P1 REGISTRATION
The afternoons of Wednesday 16th January and Thursday 17th January (1.30-3pm) are designated for the enrolment of children due to start school in August 2019.   Any child who is 5 years of age between 1 March 2019 and 29 February 2020 inclusive should be enrolled for school.   Parents must bring the following documents:  child’s birth certificate, and two proofs of residence, which must include a council tax notice for the property or proof that you have registered for council tax at that property and/or a letter from your solicitor confirming that missives have been concluded or a rent book for rented property, or a tenancy agreement and/or a mortgage/bank statement.

Any parent unable to register at the allocated times please contact the school office as soon as possible to arrange an alternative time. If your child has been baptised a copy of the baptismal certificate should also be presented.
Please note no child can be enrolled without the correct documentation.
