Delivering Inclusive Cycle Training – 1 Day - The Delivering Inclusive Cycle Training Workshop is a one-day course that provides instructors with support to ensure cycle training sessions are inclusive to all trainees, through classroom based activities and outdoor practical sessions. Opportunity to Try out adapted bikes.
Basic Roadside Repairs and Maintenance - The Bike Set Up, Maintenance and Roadside Repairs Workshop is a 3-hour practical training workshop that provides instructors with support to gain experience and knowledge to set up and maintain bikes, and to be able to perform necessary roadside repairs to keep trainees active and involved in their training sessions. 

Riding Skills for Instructors - The Riding Skills for Instructors Workshop is a 3-hour practical training workshop that provides instructors with support to develop their own personal riding skills. Through practical learning, candidates will focus on being able to refresh and ride Bikeability Scotland Level 2 and 3 manoeuvres.

Teaching Complete Beginners - CPD course for Bikeability instructors.  The Teaching Complete Beginners Workshop is a 3-hour practical training workshop that supports instructors to develop the cycling skills of those who cannot ride a bike. 

Level 2 Refresher - CPD course for Bikeability instructors.  The Level 2 Refresher Workshop is a 3-hour practical training workshop that supports instructors to develop their own personal riding and instructional skills.

Instructional Techniques - CPD course for Bikeability instructors.  The Instructional Techniques workshop is a 3-hour practical training workshop that supports instructors to develop their instructional skills. Through practical learning, candidates will focus on delivering Level 2 outcomes and practicing different techniques in a safe learning environment

Group Management - The Group Management workshop is a 3-hour practical training workshop that supports instructors to develop their group management skills. Through practical learning, candidates will focus on being able to manage groups confidently during the delivery of Bikeability Scotland Level 2 training. 

Managing Risk and Risk Assessment - The Managing Risk and Risk Assessment workshop is a 3-hour practical training workshop that supports instructors to develop their risk management skills. Through practical learning, candidates will focus on different methods to manage and record risk when delivering Bikeability Scotland Level 2 training.

Emergency First Aid at Work (1 Day) - The First Aid workshop is a 6-hour practical training workshop that supports instructors to develop their first aid skills. Theory sessions and practical learning will enable candidates to learn essential first aid skills with a focus on cycling related injuries.
