Welcome and Introductions
Heather welcomed and thanked everyone for supporting the parent partnership. Heather then led the school prayer.

Review of Previous Minutes (Meeting on 3 November 2025)
The minutes of the previous meeting were agreed. 

Update from Fr Ryan
The retreat day for P4 and P7 will be held on Sunday and is being publicised via social media.

Update from Church Representative
The Scottish Government consultation is still ongoing. 

Response for Diocesan Parent Forum
Heather and Maura attend the Diocesan and Parent Forum. Copies of their strategic plan for the year were provided at the meeting to review.
The objective of the Diocesan and Parent Forum is to create a link between schools, church and families. They have asked the parent partnership for feedback on their strategic plan and their interaction with schools and families. Heather will pass any comments or feedback from the parent partnership at their next meeting in March.
Update from Headteacher and Request for Expenditure
The girls football strips arrived, however they will need to be returned to have the numbers placed on them.
The outdoor classroom will be installed in February or March at the latest. Miss Murray is looking into the possibility of having a naming competition. A huge thank you to the parent partnership for supporting the classroom as it will make a huge difference for the children and staff.
Lunchtime Clubs – Lego club for P1 – 3 and chess club for P4 – 7 and drawing club for P4. Looking to add a further club to this list.
Afterschool clubs with OneRen are available for girls and boys football.
Health and Wellbeing Policy – policy is currently being updated.
Sacramental preparation for Primary 4 and 7.
Residential trip for Primary 7 is booked for Inverclyde.
This year’s Scotland Concert will be known as the Jubilee Concert, and preparations are well underway. This will be held in March.
The events taking place across the Jubilee Year: -
· Looking into the possibility of giving the children an item of memorabilia e.g. a pin badge
· A mural on the school wall
· Photograph - drone has been booked
· An open air Mass will be held in June 
· Developing the garden area

Expenditure: - 
Request for funds of just over £3,100.  This includes the cost of the Pantomime in school in December (£1,399) as well as materials for the Christmas Crafts for the Christmas Fayre, items for the playground, Girls’ Football Strips, Christmas Gifts for each child in P1-3, Board Games for each class P4-7 and snacks for the class Christmas Parties.

Review of Christmas Fayre
The Christmas fayre brought in close to £9,000 which is a fantastic total. 
We’ve taken on board comments from the fayre, and the consensus has been very positive. The feedback will be reviewed in more detail as we approach the Christmas Fayre 2026.
Miss Murray and Heather thanked everyone for their hard work, attendance and for making the fayre such an enjoyable community event. Well done to everyone.



Volunteer Scotland – PVG’s
Due to legislative changes anyone wishing to support an event in the school will be required to have a PVG. This also applies to school staff who although have a PVG for the school, will also require a separate PVG for the parent partnership.
Heather has asked anyone to come forward who would like a PVG for upcoming school events, so this can be prioritised.
To become part of the Volunteer Scotland Programme, Heather has drafted and agreed to a number of policies.
Heather confirmed that any documentation she sees will be handled securely and confidentially. Please note that this is Heather’s day job so she assures information will be handled in line with the relevant legislation.
It is noted that everyone has seen and agreed to the policy for secure handling information and this will be adopted.

Revised Parent Partnership Constitution
Heather would like to give due notice and propose changes to the parent partnership constitution. Heather will revise the constitution and present this to the parent partnership at the meeting in February for everyone to review. If anyone would like anything included then please let Heather know. The constitution will not be formally adopted until the AGM in April.
Heather will bring a copy of the current constitution to the next meeting for everyone to review and compare with the new version.

Golden Jubilee Year 
Calendars have raised £2,550. Any remaining calendars were donated to local businesses to say thank you for their continued support.
A new profile picture was created to celebrate the 50th anniversary. 
We asked the school community to provide ideas as to how we can celebrate the jubilee year. Some ideas so far are – could the outdoor Mass in June be streamed online, or a reunion for former pupils.
We asked the school community and former pupils to send in their memories. These will be collated and used for the jubilee day in June.
Miss Murray is going to contact Paisley Express to find out if they have any photographs or memories to share with the school.
There will be a banner in the playground highlighting the jubilee year.
There will be a dress down day on Friday 13th February. Children can either bring in £1 or a gold packaged item to make up golden hampers. There will be a raffle and the hampers will be drawn at the Jubilee Concert in March.
The St John Ogilvie Feast Day Disco, will be renamed this year only, to the St John Ogilvie Golden Disco. This will be held in March. 
The parent partnership would like to gift the children a small token to celebrate the jubilee year. Some suggestions are bookmarks, pens, water bottles, pencil cases, chocolate bars, keyrings or a keepsake of some kind. This will be discussed further.
