	Language and Literacy

Reading – The class will be practising our reading skills through Big Cat and Ginn reading books. These books will help the children to develop their reading fluency skills, pace and comprehension skills. Each term the class will explore reading strategies through their class novel.  
Spelling – The class will be exploring phonics rules through chilli challenge spelling words. The children will participate in active spelling, spelling tests and be able to reinforce these words through homework. 
Writing – The class will continue to develop their storytelling skills using the Talk for Writing approach. They will also take part in a range of poetry activities, alongside grammar and handwriting lessons to further strengthen their writing skills. 

	Maths and Numeracy

The class will develop their maths skills this year through a variety of active games and jotter work. The children will continue their learning on number talks and learn a range of strategies they can implement. Miss Gordon will explore maths topics throughout the year with the class on a Monday morning and Miss Stevenson will provide the class a short number talk input on a Wednesday morning. 

	Health and Wellbeing
Primary 4 have PE on a Tuesday and a Thursday – please ensure your child comes prepared for P.E and removes all jewellery. Long hair should be worn up and pulled away from your child’s face. The class will be focusing on dancing and basketball this term. The children will also participate in Emotion Works programme with lessons developing their understanding of their emotions. The children will also take part in lessons focusing on anti-bullying, internet safety and mindfulness.

	Religious Education – ‘This is Our Faith’
This term, the children will be focusing on preparing for the Sacraments of First Reconciliation and First Eucharist. Through prayer, discussion, and classroom activities, they will deepen their understanding of God’s love, forgiveness, and the importance of these special milestones in their faith journey. In addition, the children will be learning about Easter, exploring its meaning and significance


	Technologies

Each week, the children will use a range of ICT tools to develop their digital literacy and word processing skills. They will also take part in maths and language games to support and consolidate their learning. 

	Expressive Arts

Art – The children will be developing their skills across art and design focusing on the use of colour, line and using a variety of media. The class will be creating art relating to their topic as well as learning about famous artists.
Drama – Drama will be incorporated across the curriculum to enhance learning, particularly through our Talk for Writing stories.
Music – Music will be used to enhance learning activities during Spanish, RE, P.E and Drama lessons.  The class will be learning about rhythm and beat in music activities using the Charanga website. The class will also engage in weekly lessons provided by Beat Buddies. 


	Spanish
This term, the children will develop confidence in speaking and listening in Spanish. They will be introduced to key vocabulary such as greetings, family members and body parts. Learning will be engaging and enjoyable, with songs and games used to support and reinforce their understanding. 

	Social Studies
Our topic work brings together different areas of the curriculum, with a particular focus on Social Studies, Art, Drama, and Technologies. Each topic is chosen by the children, allowing them to take an active role in their learning and explore subjects that interest them. This term, we will have a small focus on Scotland in January then move on to learning about the Titanic. 

	Science
