Disrespectful Behaviour

Children are rewarded for making positive choices and showing respect however if disrespectful
behaviour continues, teachers will fake appropriate action. This may include individual chats to
support pupils, contacting parents and informing senior management in order to support children



in making the right choices. We want to work together with parents to help support children's
behaviour.

Uniform

Children should wear school uniform. This helps us identify as part of Alloway Primary School.
Please name all uniform so it can be easily identified if it gets lost. Please also bring a jacket to
school. We will be going outside for outdoor learning and loose parts play. Children can leave a
waterproof on their coat peg if they wish.

Homework
Last session we asked parents about homework. We made some changes but will review this
again at the start of the session with children, parents and staff. More information will follow.

Absence
We fully support the South Ayrshire Council campaign called ‘Every learner, every day' and will
work hard to support children to improve individual attendance. Research has proven that good
attendance links directly to attainment. Mrs Park our Principal Teacher will be supporting
children and families with this.
