I hope this letter finds you well. You will be aware that we have come a long way in terms of
how we are able to deal with the Covid situation but we now find ourselves in a difficult
position due to the arrival of the new variant- Omicron. This means we will need to return to
fairly strict safety measures again including seating plans, face masks, sanitising, desk
cleaning and no free movement around the school. | would appreciate if you could discuss
the importance of this with your son/daughter as this is vitally important for the safety of our
whole community.
