Purpose

Ayr Academy believes that a school dress code is important. It can have a positive effect on a school’s reputation, ethos and increase a sense of belonging to our school community. 


Benefits of wearing school uniform include: 

 Giving pupils a pride in and sense of belonging to their school 
 Increasing the school’s profile in the local community
 Preventing competition between pupils over expensive fashion wear and helping to prevent bullying and victimisation of others on the grounds of what they wear
 Improving security in school because it is easier to identify who is a pupil in the school 
 More convenient for parents 


Extensive consultation took place in May – June 2023 with pupils, staff, parent/carers and our policy has developed from this consultation. Our dress code policy is compatible with the Equality Act 2010.

Under the Equality Act, there are nine protected characteristics:
•	Age.
•	Disability.
•	Gender reassignment.
•	Marriage and civil partnership.
•	Pregnancy and maternity.
•	Race.
•	Religion or belief.
•	Sex.
•	Sexual Orientation

Trans and non-binary young people can wear whichever uniform they feel most comfortable wearing.









DRESS CODE

All pupils attending the Academy should wear school uniform at all times.  Parents are encouraged to support us in this and send their children to school, wearing the agreed uniform.

The school will be split into Junior school S1-3 and Senior school S4-6.

South Ayrshire Council supports the Academy in asking parents to send their children suitably dressed to school.  After the Cullen Enquiry following the Dunblane Tragedy we wish for reasons of safety to identify intruders easily.  Having pupils clearly identifiable in uniform is a first step in this initiative.

These reasonable standards of attire should be maintained during hot weather and examination periods.  Secondary education is a preparation for the post school experience of all our young people.  Employers and indeed society in general accept certain standards in how people turn up for work.  We are not being unreasonable therefore in asking our pupils to conform to the standards described above.  Indeed a positive approach to one’s personal appearance is a reflection of a positive approach to school work.
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
