Curriculum for Excellence
What is Primary 1/2 learning this term? 







Term 1
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Reading – We will be exploring Charlie and the Chocolate Factory, our class novel. We will have time every day for reading for enjoyment through the Accelerated Reader and personal reading. Class readers will also be used to further develop reading skills at appropriate levels.
Writing – We will write for a range of purposes this term starting with imaginative and functional writing through topic. 
Listening and Talking – Our focus will be on developing our listening skills and speaking clearly and confidently in front of others. 
French – We will be reviewing days of the week, months and weather. We will also be revisiting greetings. We will be moving on to larger numbers.
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Our focus will be on place value within our number system and the importance of zero as a place holder. We will continue to develop number sense through addition and subtraction. Pupils will take part in daily Number Talks, sharing their strategies and answers with the class. We will also be learning to round numbers and using these to estimate answers.
P2/3 will be using money in different contexts and learning to solve problems involving money. We will set up a chocolate factory in the classroom to provide a role play context for using money. 
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We will be developing different aspects of fitness during P.E (Our P.E days are a Tuesday and a Friday) We will be focussing on (speed, strength, flexibility, stamina, balance and co-ordination).
Our class focus this term will be friendships and building confidence in class. We will also develop a class charter linked to the Rights of the Child and our school values.
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Our learning theme is “Charlie and the Chocolate factory”. We will be learning about where the cocoa bean comes from and how chocolate is made.  We will also be exploring different types of personalities and behaviours. We will take part in art, music, and drama linked to our IDL theme.  We will develop our independence by learning to log on and off during ICT.  We will be using tools  within ICT to create scenes for Charlie and the Chocolate Factory.
