Curriculum for Excellence
What is Primary 4/5/6 learning this term? 







Term - 1
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Reading: We will be focussing on the strategies and resources that can be used to aid us in our reading. We will also be developing our skills in taking accurate and organised notes from texts we read. 

Writing: In our writing we will be learning about conveying our information in a variety of ways linked to its purpose. We will be creating both functional and imaginative texts using the skills we learn across the curriculum. 
Listening and Talking: As part of our Accelerated Reading sessions we will be developing our skills in explaining why we prefer particular text types. We will also be sharing information with each other through discussion and debate. 
Languages: Mrs Hughes will teach us our 2nd language, French, focussing on classroom objects and my home. We will also be revising greetings and colours. 
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In Numeracy we will be continuing to develop our Number Talks strategies from last year. Our focus for this will be on making a ten, friendly numbers, doubles, place value, removal subtraction and negative numbers. 
As part of our Numeracy work we will be focussing on our number system, particularly, place value, decimals and negative numbers. As well as this we will be revising rounding and developing our understanding of how rounding can be used in life and work contexts. 
In Maths we will be developing our skills in working with money. In particular we will be learning about calculating change, comparing costs and affordability, using bank cards, budgeting and profit and loss. 
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PE: In PE this term we will be learning about fitness and its importance to our health. Our learning will focus on stamina, agility and balance. Our PE day with Mr Fyfe is Friday. Mrs Hughes will also be teaching us PE on a Wednesday with a focus on ball control, sending and receiving and working as a team. 
In class our Health and Wellbeing learning will be linked to our rights. We will create and agree a class charter to help us work as a team in P4/5/6. 
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This term our context for learning will be ‘Natural Disasters’. In Social Studies we will be developing our understanding of different weather events and their impact on living things. In Expressive Arts we will be creating artwork linked to our context for learning and attempt to solve design problems to improve our problem solving skills. In Technologies we will develop our skills in searching, accessing, and retrieving information from a range of sources whilst being mindful of their credibility.
