Cairn Primary School - Curriculum for Excellence

What is Primary 6/7 learning this term? 






   Term 1
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Reading – We will be developing our reading comprehension skills to show our understanding of a variety of fiction and non-fiction texts by creating and answering a variety of literal and inferential questions. Through our Accelerated Reader scheme we will be encouraged to read for enjoyment, while learning to read with more fluency and developing our vocabulary.
Writing – We are developing our skills to engage the reader in our writing through the use of fronted adverbials and expanded noun phrases when writing a variety of imaginative stories. We will be revisiting how to punctuate paragraphs correctly, commonly misspelled words and spelling patterns. 
Listening and Talking – During class and group discussions, we will be focussing on our ability to listen and respond appropriately to develop our knowledge and understanding and to show that we value others’ opinions
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In numeracy, we will be continuing to develop our mental agility within addition through number talks. We will be exploring a range of whole and decimal numbers, in order to explain the link between a digit, its place and its value and to ensure we understand the importance of zero within any number. We will be using our knowledge of place value to round and estimate answers when problem solving. We will also be learning the need for rules for the order of operations in number calculations and how to multiply and divide numbers by 10,100 and 1000. It will be extremely important throughout the year to develop our understanding of mathematical vocabulary so we know what operation to use and how to solve problems.
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We will be developing our fitness, agility and stamina through taking part in the daily mile and circuit sessions. Carrick Rugby Club will provide sessions on a Friday morning where we will develop our movement skills and strategies within team games and ball control. In class we will create our class charter to ensure our rights are being met within Cairn Primary. We will be recapping on the school values to ensure we are following them at all times in order to be good role models to the rest of the school. Mrs Kay will take us for Health and Wellbeing every Thursday where we will develop our social and emotional skills.
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Our context for learning will be science, social studies and technologies with a focus on Energy and Sustainability. We will be identifying energy sources, how energy is transferred and how to reduce energy waste. Then we will explore renewable and non-renewable energy sources in Scotland today. We will also be considering how our lifestyles impact on the environment and Earth’s resources, suggesting ways on how to live in a more sustainable and environmentally friendly way. In Music, Mr Welsh will be teaching us how to play pitched and non-pitched percussion instruments. In Art & Design we will be designing homes for the future and sustainable living. In RME we will focus on Islam and Islamic art.
