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What is Primary 3/4 learning this term? 







Term 2
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Reading –Reading for enjoyment and developing comprehension skills will continue through the Accelerated Reader programme. Class readers will continue to be used to develop a range of reading skills at appropriate levels. Our focus this term will be on creating and answering questions.
Writing – We will look at a range of functional writing this term including recipes, directions, instructions and reports. We will also continue to have weekly free writing time to explore our own choices.
Listening and Talking – Our focus will be on listening and following more complex instructions. We will also be learning about the importance of giving clear instructions / information when we speak to others.
French – We will be continuing our work on “animals” and “my home”. We will also be learning about Christmas in France.
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Pupils will continue to take part in daily Number Talks where learning is enhanced through sharing thought processes. Our focus this term will be on subtraction and applying this to different contexts e.g. money. We will continue to use our animal toy shop in the classroom to provide a role play context for using money and calculating change. 
We will be looking at tiling with 2D shapes and the properties of more complex 3D shapes. We will be describing, following and recording routes and journeys using the vocabulary of angles and compass points. We will explore different programmable technologies to provide a context for our learning.
We will explore symmetry in the world around us and link this through expressive arts.
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Mrs Hughes will be working with us on our gymnastics skills.  With Mrs Stevenson we will be taking part in different aspects of movement, creative and social dance. We will also be looking at developing a sense of our own wider skills, interests and abilities. We will be learning about the importance of actively listening to others, respecting others and also giving our own opinions about things. We will continue to build self-esteem and discuss different feelings and how they affect our bodies.
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Our learning theme is “Human Body”. We will be finding out about the main bones and organs of our body. We will explore our senses and the impact of living with a sense impairment. As part of this topic we will also cover inherited and non-inherited characteristics. We will learn about how germs spread and steps we can take to keep our bodies healthy. We will explore different musical instruments as part of learning about sound. Our expressive arts will be linked to Diwali, Halloween, Fireworks and Christmas.
