What is Primary 2/3 learning this term? 







Term 3
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Reading –  Reading for enjoyment. We will have time every day for reading for enjoyment through the Accelerated Reader and personal reading. Class readers will also be used to further develop reading skills at appropriate levels.
Writing – We will write for a range of purposes this term including directions, instructions and free choice writing time.
Listening and Talking – We will continue to focus on developing our listening skills and speaking clearly and confidently in front of others. Including our Scottish Poem…Lament for a Lost Dinner Ticket by Margaret Hamilton. We will also be learning about the importance of giving clear instructions and information when we speak to others.
French – We will continue to focus on personal information and weather.
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 We will continue to develop number sense through addition, subtraction multiplication and division. Pupils will continue to take part in daily Number Talks, sharing their strategies and answers with the class. 
P2/3 will be focusing on describing, following and recording routes and journeys using the vocabulary of angles and compass points.  We will be using programmable technologies to provide a context for our learning.
We will be looking at tiling with 2D shapes and the properties of more complex 3d shapes.
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We will be developing different aspects of badminton skills this term during P.E (Our P.E days are a Tuesday and a Friday).
We will continue to focus on school values – Respect, Honesty Kindness, Trust and Included. We will also continue to build confidence in and out the classroom.
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Our learning theme is “Scotland”.  We will be finding out about different places we can visit in Scotland and where they are on the map. We will be learning about the different dialects used throughout Scotland. We will be learning about Robert Burns and tasting a variety of Scottish food.
Our expressive arts will be linked to our topic.
