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What is Primary 3/4 learning this term? 







Term 3
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Reading –Accelerated Reader and Class Readers will continue. We will also focus on research skills, skimming and scanning for information. We will look at reliable sources, fact and opinion. Scots poetry and stories will also be covered.
Writing – Weekly free choice writing will continue. Functional writing this term will focus on creating persuasive adverts, letters, news articles, fact files, leaflets and science reports.
Listening and Talking – Scots language through poetry and song. Class talks linked to Scotland and famous Scots.
French – We will be learning how to share information about ourselves and talk about our feelings and opinions. We will also learn numbers to 100.
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Pupils will continue to take part in daily Number Talks. Our focus this term will be multiplication and division, not just learning our times tables but developing number sense around these concepts. Pupils will explore the link between the 2,4 and 8 times table then make links between the 3 and 6 times tables. (Some revision around the link between 5 and 10 times might be needed as well).
We will be exploring fractions; ordering and comparing fractions as well as understanding the relationship with division. 
We will explore number patterns and also work with symbols and function machines.
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Mrs Hughes will be working with us on our netballs kills.  With Mrs Stevenson we will be working on skills required for badminton. This term we will have a focus on healthy bodies and healthy minds. The theme of Mental Health Awareness Week in February is “Find Your Brave” so we will explore this with the children.  We will be looking at keeping ourselves safe, both online and in the real world.
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Our learning theme is “Scotland”. We will be using maps and technology to explore towns, cities, rivers, mountains and other landmarks of Scotland. We will be researching all about famous and significant Scottish individuals (past and present). We will find out about Scottish Inventors; we will then design and create our own inventions using a range of different resources.  As we approach end of term our focus will move to the Easter story and developing an awareness of other religions and beliefs.
