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What is Primary 4/5/6 learning this term? 
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Reading: In reading we will be continuing with our Accelerated Reader texts. We will also be learning about how to answer a range of comprehension questions as well as explaining why we enjoy certain texts more than others. 
Writing: In writing we will be learning about why understanding the purpose of the texts we create is important. We will also be focussing on improving our spelling and creating a range of texts for different purposes. 
Listening and Talking: In listening and talking we will be developing our skills in responding to a range of texts. We will also be looking improving our pace, gesture and expression when reading aloud. 
Languages: Mrs Hughes will continue to teach us our 2nd language, French, focussing on personal information, feelings and opinions and counting to 100. 
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In Numeracy we will be continuing to develop our Number Talks strategies and approaches. Our focus for this term will be on repeated addition/subtraction and skip counting, partial products, doubling and halving and breaking factors in to smaller factors. 
In Numeracy we will initially be continuing our work on factions, decimals and percentages. We will then focus on the order of operations, number patterns and expressions and equations. 
In Maths we will be developing our understanding of measurement and shape. We will also build on our existing knowledge of data handling and probability and apply these skills in a range of contexts and challenges.  
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PEPAS: In PE this term we will be developing our racket skills through badminton. We will learn about sending, receiving, attack, defence, control and travel. We will also be focussing on athletics. We will be developing our skills in throwing, running and jumping. Mrs Hughes will continue to teach PE on Wednesday mornings focussing on netball and ball skills. 
HWB: In class we will be learning about the effects of alcohol and tobacco on the body and its functions. Also, we will be developing our understanding of how peer pressure can influence our decision making in a range of situations. 
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Our first context for learning this term will be a society comparison between India and Scotland. We will be focussing on ethical trading, discrimination, rights, democracy, ethical trading and culture. Our second context will focus on forces, materials and the environment. We will be learning about how substances change, dissolve and are mixed through the lens of caring for the environment. We will then learn about chemical reactions and how forces affect us on earth. Our final focus will be on the Easter Story and how Easter is celebrated around the world. We will also lead the school at our Easter Service.
