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What is Primary 6/7 learning this term? 






   Term 3
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Reading – While reading, we will be exploring the features of persuasive texts, identifying and explaining the difference between fact and opinion, recognising the ways texts influence us and assessing how useful and believable sources are
Writing – When writing, we will be learning to influence the reader, persuade, argue and explore issues and express opinion using supporting detail and evidence
Listening and Talking – Our listening and talking will link closely to  our reading and writing focus this term and also our Scottish IDL
French- We will be focussing on directions, likes  & dislikes and sports
Scots  - Through our IDL in January we will be learning Scottish vocabulary, how to pronounce words and what they mean in English. We will be writing in Scots and researching Robert Burns as well as learning a Burns poem to recite aloud.
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In numeracy, we will be continuing to develop our mental agility within multiplication and division through number talks. We will be using our mental agility to help solve problems surrounding money, focussing on budgeting, profit and loss.  In maths we will learning to classify and draw shapes including a variety of triangles, quadrilaterals and circles. We will be using protractors, rulers and compasses to help us draw these shapes accurately.  Through practical and technological activities, we will be developing our understanding of the link between coordinates, compass points, angles, routes and journeys.  
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We will be developing our racquet skills through tennis and while working and learning with others. We will be developing our team work and game playing strategies through netball. Mrs Kay will continue to take us for Health and Wellbeing every Thursday where we will develop our social and emotional skills. Through our IDL comparison study on “Africa” there will be a focus on Rights of the Child, comparing current issues in Scotland and Africa resulting in situations where needs are not being met. Within personal and social education there will be a focus on “Substance Misuse” particularly, peer pressure, decision making and the effects of substance misuse.
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Our context for learning throughout January will be the “Burns Supper” where we will be learning about Scotland, the scots language and Robert Burns. We will be singing Scottish songs, learning the highland fling, reading Burn’s poems, writing poems in scots and learning about important people and key events that have shaped Scotland as we know it today. In February and March, we will be moving across the globe to learn more about the continent of “Africa”. This will be a comparative study, comparing and contrasting the similarities and differences in climate, physical environment, culture and traditions etc between Scotland and our chosen countries within Africa. Through technology, art and design we will be completing a textile challenge.
