Term 1 














Literacy


For reading, we are completing a class novel ‘Auggie & Me’, focussing on comprehension skills using higher order thinking skills relating to Blooms taxonomy – remembering, understanding, analysing, applying, evaluating and creating.





Children are sent home spelling words via Teams and Seesaw along with an Active spelling menu for them to practise weekly.





We focus on Talk 4 Writing to develop writing and grammar skills, with a different fiction and non-fiction focus each term. Our focus this term is on ‘Suspense’.�
Numeracy


We complete daily number talks to develop mental maths strategies for addition and subtraction. 





Our focus this term is ‘Number’, focussing on place value, the four operations, rounding, estimation and word problems.





Our focus within maths is ‘Data Handling’, looking at gathering, showing and interpreting data. 





We will have a problem solving focus weekly to ensure children can apply their skills to different contexts – including real life problems!�
Health and Wellbeing


In PE this term we are focussing on fitness. We are developing an understanding on the different ways we can build our bodies strength and fitness through exercise, nutrition and rest.





We have completed a baseline assessment to see our current fitness scores and will try to beat these at the end of term!





We are looking at different types of fitness exercise such as circuits, TABATA, HIIT & body weight strength.





We are looking at mental & emotional health and are focussing on strategies for self-regulation.�
Interdisciplinary Learning 


Until November, we are focussing on a World War 2 topic. We will be looking at aspects of WW2 such as the countries involved, the events leading up to the war, the Blitz, rations, evacuation and Remembrance. Due to the diverse opportunities for learning within this topic we touch on almost all aspects of the curriculum throughout our activities.

Religious and Moral Education


This term our focus for RME is Judaism. Mrs Thomson teaches RME on a Wednesday morning and the children are exploring Judaism and it’s traditions – such as Shabbat, Sukkahs, Jewish stories & the Synagogue.�
STEM/Science


We will be taking on multiple STEM projects this year, involving designing and creating items throughout our WW2 topic.





We will be designing and building our own Anderson shelters using natural materials, and will create our own gas masks using resources in school.�

This term our focus for language is French. Miss Bell teaches French to both classes and is revising basic French conversational skills and numbers using a variety of active learning approaches.





Our +2 language this year will be Scots, which we will focus on more in Term 3.�
Expressive Arts


We will cover a vast range of expressive arts outcomes through our WW2 topic. We will complete line drawings of ‘The Blitz through an Eye’, collage, light and shade and mixing colour to create gradients.





We will be exploring a range of music from the 1940s and using drama to act out a variety of situations during the war, using the ‘Clydebank Storyline’ approach.�
