Term 2 














Literacy


For reading, we are completing a class novel ‘Auggie & Me’, focussing on comprehension skills using higher order thinking skills relating to Blooms taxonomy – remembering, understanding, analysing, applying, evaluating and creating. In term 1 we looked at ‘the Julian chapter’ and we are now moving on to ‘Pluto’. Auggie & Me is the story of Wonder, told from 3 different perspectives.





Children are sent home spelling words via Teams and Seesaw along with an Active spelling menu for them to practise weekly.





We focus on Talk 4 Writing to develop writing and grammar skills, with a different fiction and non-fiction focus each term. Our focus this term is on ‘Wishing Tales’. We are looking at characterisation and descriptive techniques.�
Numeracy


We complete daily number talks to develop mental maths strategies for addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.





Our focus this term is ‘Fractions, Decimals and Percentages’. We are looking at a range of skills including finding fractions/percentages of a number, equivalent fractions, decimals and percentages, simplifying, percentage increase and decrease and the links between parts of a whole.





Our focus within maths with Mrs Thomson and Mrs Wade is ‘Shape’.





We will have a problem solving focus weekly to ensure children can apply their skills to different contexts – including real life problems!�
Health and Wellbeing


In PE this term we are focussing on basketball. We are developing an understanding of the basic rules of the game, alongside developing our ball skills in shooting, passing and dribbling.





We will be developing our teamwork skills alongside competition and sportsmanship.





Towards the end of term 2 we will be completing a mini topic on substance abuse. We will look at tobacco, alcohol and drugs and develop an understanding of the effects these can have on the human body, as well as how to keep ourselves safe and at optimal health.�
Interdisciplinary Learning 


Until November, we are focussing on a World War 2 topic. We will be looking at aspects of WW2 such as the countries involved, the events leading up to the war, the Blitz, rations, evacuation and Remembrance. Due to the diverse opportunities for learning within this topic we touch on almost all aspects of the curriculum throughout our activities. We shall be hosting a Zoom Remembrance service on the 11th November to showcase our learning.





After November, we will be focussing on sustainability – looking at renewable energy and sustainable ways of living. We shall also explore the upcoming COP26 in Glasgow.�

Religious and Moral Education


This term our focus for RME is Notable Christians. Mrs Thomson teaches RME on a Wednesday morning and the children are exploring notable Christians such as Olympian Eric Liddell. �
STEM/Science


As part of our sustainability topic we will be completing a number of experiments on energy and exploring how energy can be used in daily activities.





We will explore sustainable energy sources and explain the difference between these and fossil fuels.�
