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Term 3 - what are we learning this term? 
Maths: Children will revise the 3- and 6-times table and learn the 9 times table. These facts will be used when we multiply 2/3-digit numbers with 3, 6 and 9. We will also divide by these numbers. We will be investigating time, fractions, pattern, and data handling where we will collect information and learn how to display in different formats. Furthermore, we will apply our data handling skills to using Microsoft Excel on the laptops.  This term pupils will explore and work together to solve a range of mathematical problems.  
Literacy: In spelling we will continue to work through the South Ayrshire Reads Phonics progression.  We will learn one new sound each week while revising previously learned sounds.  In reading, we will focus on decoding unseen texts which cover various genres and learning to use the text to help answer different types of questions.  Children are encouraged to read for enjoyment at home and are also given time each day to do this in school.  This term we will be focusing on writing more informative pieces like science reports and instructions.  
Interdisciplinary Topic: This term, the children will be doing two topics.  For the first few weeks we will look at sustainability, more specifically endangered species.  In February, we will move onto our STEM topic which is the Human Body.  We will look at how our body works and carry out a variety of cool science experiments to help show this.  We will also work in small groups to plan and build 3D models of body parts.   
RME: Our RME topic this term is looking at important Spring festivals.  The children will be learning more about Easter and Holi.  
Zumba / Music:  Primary 4 will enjoy 5 weeks of Zumba with Miss Morrison on a Tuesday.  This will allow children to develop rhythm and coordination as well as fitness.  After the 5 weeks, music will continue with Mr Bentley.     
Spanish:  Mr Martin will now teach Primary 4 pupils Spanish.  This term he will be consolidating numbers and introducing the children to food (snacks) vocabulary.
